Games 1 and 2 to be played Friday and Sunday at Ricoh Coliseum

THE OPPONENTS:

SYRACUSE CRUNCH

The Marlies host the Syracuse Crunch — AHL affiliate of the Columbus Blue Jackets — for games 1
and 2 of their second round Calder Cup Playoff best-of-seven series. Syracuse defeated the
Manitoba Moose four games to two in their first round series while the Marlies took the Rampage
down in seven games. The Crunch’s four wins came in overtime as five of the six games played
went into extraminutes. Bates Battaglia scored with 59 seconds remaining in game 7 to advance
the Marlies to the second round. Meanwhile Trevor Frischmon scored the overtime winner in game
6 for the Crunch to clinch their series. Syracuse finished the season on a point streak of 23 games (20-0-0-3). The
Crunch lineup features three forwards who were drafted in the first round (Derrick Brassard, Alexandre Picard and
Gilbert Brule). Brassard istied with Zenon Konopka and Derek Mackenzie for the team lead in points for the Crunch
during the playoffs with five each. The Marlies have four playerstied for the team lead in points with four each. The
Crunch, 46-26-2-6, ended the regular season with 100 points and finished in second place behind the Marliesin the
North Division. The Marlies finished the regular season with 109 points, two points behind the Chicago Wolves for
first place in the Western Conference. The Crunch was led by forward Joakim Lindstrom who tallied 60 points (25
goals, 35 assists) during 49 games in the regular season. David Ling led all Marlies players in pointsin the regular
season with 59 (17 goals, 42 assists). Karl Goehring posted aregular season record of 15-9-2 with a 2.20 goals against
average and a 0.926 save percentage between the Crunch, Norfolk Admirals and Wilkes-Barre/Scranton Penguins.
During the playoffs Goehring has posted a record of 4-2 with a 1.93 goals against average and a 0.929 save percentage.
Scott Clemmensen compiled arecord of 23-14-3 with a 2.44 goals against average and a 0.910 save percentage. During
the playoffs, Clemmensen has a 2.65 GAA and a 0.921 save percentage.

Notables: Ling and Derrick Walser are both former Crunch players. During the 2001-02 season Walser and Ling were
first and second on the team in points respectively. Walser had 61 points (23 goals, 38 assists) while Ling had 60 points
(19 godls, 41 assists). Lindstrom played in 25 games for the Blue Jackets this year recording seven points (three goals,
four assists). Crunch left wing Alexandre Picard was drafted in the first round (eighth overall) by the Blue Jackets in
the 2004 NHL entry draft. Brassard was drafted in the first round (sixth overall) by the Blue Jackets in the 2006 NHL
Entry Draft. He appeared in 17 games for the Jackets this season posting a goal and an assist.




MARLIESOUICK HITS

The Marlies signed Dale Mitchell to an ATO contact. Mitchell played in 63 games for the Oshawa Generals
recording 60 points (24 goals, 36 assists). Mitchell made it to the OHL Eastern Conference finals with the
Generals where he was tied for the team lead in points with 16 (10 goals, six assists).

The Marlies first round series win over San Antonio was the first time in franchise history that the Marlies have
won a best of seven playoff series.

Ben Ondrus and Bates Battaglia are tied for the team lead in +/- with each registering a +6 rating during the first
round of the playoffs.
