The Marliestravel to Syracuse to battle the Crunch — AHL affiliate of the Columbus Blue Jackets —
on Friday evening. The Marlies are 4-0-0-0 this season in games against Syracuse. The Crunch, 27-
26-2-4, currently sits in fourth place in the North Division and 19 points behind the Marlies for the
division lead. Syracuse has arecord of 15-12-2-0 against North Division rivals this season. The
Crunch leads all AHL teams in penalty minutes with atotal of 1,618 which is 561 more minutes
than the Marlies who have atotal of 1058. Crunch forward Joakim Lindstrom has seen success
against the Marlies as he has atotal of seven points (one goal, six assists) in the four games played. He leads Syracuse
with atotal of 49 points (21 goals, 28 assists) in 41 games played. Marlies forward David Ling, aformer Syracuse
player, has been a Crunch killer as he has posted eight points (five goals, three assists) in the three games this year. He
leads the Marlies with 43 points (11 goals, 32 assists) in 47 games. Syracuse goatender Adam Munro has a record of 9-
9-1 with a2.40 GAA and a.914 save percentage.

Notables: Ling and Derrick Walser are both former Crunch players. During the 2001-02 season Walser and Ling were
first and second on the team in points respectively. Walser had 61 points (23 goals, 38 assists) while Ling had 60 points
(19 godls, 41 assists). Lindstrom has played in 14 games for the Blue Jackets this year recording six points (two goals,
four assists). Crunch left wing Alexandre Picard was drafted in the first round (eighth overall) by the Blue Jacketsin
the 2004 NHL entry draft.

HERSHEY BEARS

The Marlies meet the Hershey Bears — AHL affiliate of the Washington Capitals — on Sunday
afternoon at Ricoh Coliseum. The Marlies defeated the Bears 3-1 on December 15 in their only
match-up this season. The Bears, 31-19-1-5, are in second place in the East Division but are 10
points behind Philadelphia for the lead in the division. Hershey has arecord of 2-2-0-1 against
North Division opponents this season. Bears forward Joe Motzko leads the team with 48 points (21 goals, 27 assists).
Defenceman Josef Boumedienne is just coming off a 16 game point streak that saw him accumulate 22 points (two
goals, 20 assists). Thisisthe highest point streak this season in the AHL. John Mitchell earned his 17" goadl in
Saturday’ s win over Binghamton which is a new career-high in goals. Mitchell has 37 points (17 goas, 20 assists) in 55
games this season Hershey goaltender Daren Machesney has arecord of 17-5-2 with a2.34 GAA and a.923 save
percentage.

This setsthe
Marlies franchise record for most shorthanded goals scored by an individual player in a season. The previous
mark of four goals was set by Brett Engelhardt in the 2005-06 season.
Toronto also set anew Marlies record for attendance at the Ricoh Coliseum on Sunday when a crowd of 8,120
were on hand for the game. This broke the previous record of 8,056 set on October 12, 2005. The franchise
record for attendance is 9,110 which was set on January 2, 2006 at Air Canada Centre.
Justin Pogge broke the Marlies franchise record for single-season wins with his 20" of the season on Saturday.
The previous mark was 19 held by Jean-Sebastien Aubin and Jean-Francois Racine who each had 19 in 2005-06
and Pogge himself who earned 19 wins last season.
Alex Foster is on athree-game point streak that has seen him earn three points (one goal, two assists).
